Maths  
In Maths, Year 1 will learn maths following the Maths No Problem scheme. 
This scheme is based on the highly effective, research based Singapore 
method of teaching mathematics. The children will be covering key 
concepts such as counting ten, place value, simple adding and subtraction 
calculations. 

Science  
In Science, the year 1 topics are: 

Weather and seasonal changes 
The children begin to learn more about the 4 seasons, including the 
months that fall into each season and the weather patterns they follow. 
They will learn about the changes to the earth’s light patterns through the 
seasons and how the seasons affect animals and plants. 

Everyday Materials 
The children will identify and name a variety of everyday materials, 
including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water, and rock. Pupils distinguish 
between an object and the material from which it is made- including if it is 
‘man-made’ or ‘natural’.
